Driving Directions

This section includes points of interest and side 
trips along the way to the resort. For the most 
direct route, see “Driving Directions” below.

From the north (scenic)
 Head south on Hwy 1…
 View the towns of the Monterey 
Peninsula with a scenic cruise along the 
17-mile drive. Popular stops include Bird 
Rock, Cypress Rock, the distinctive Lone 
Cypress and Pebble Beach. For more 
information, call (831) 649-1770 or visit 
www.monterey.com.
 Between November and March, Pacifi c 
Grove is home to thousands of migrating 
monarch butterfl ies. Popular parks include 
Lover’s Point and Asilomar State Beach.

Carmel offers more than 60 restaurants 
and 150 boutiques for your dining and 
shopping pleasure. Founded by artists and 
environmentalists around the turn of the 
20th century, the village is home to nearly 
100 galleries and is a favorite spot for art 
enthusiasts.
 The Hearst Castle, once home to 
newspaper publisher William Randolf 
Hearst, is now a State Historical 
Monument. You can tour its 165 rooms and 
127 acres of pools, terraces, gardens and 
walkways. Reservations are required. Call 
1-800-444-4445.

 Head south on Hwy 101…
Pismo Beach has more than 23 miles 

of beautiful beaches as well as the most 

extensive coastal dunes in California, which 
run from Pismo to the Santa Maria River. 
 The college town of San Luis Obispo 
preserves a rich Spanish heritage with its 
San Luis de Tolosa Spanish Mission (built 
in 1772), Mission Plaza Park and the local 
cowboys that live in the outlying ranches. 

Take the CA-246 exit toward Solvang/
Lompoc.

From Los Angeles, CA
 Drive north on Hwy 101…

Kick off your vacation in exciting Los 
Angeles. A world of its own, L.A. will make 
an enjoyable fi rst stop on your itinerary. 
Take in the glitz and glamour of Hollywood
or head over to Beverly Hills for some 
fabulous shopping on Rodeo Drive. Visit 
the Burbank Studios and NBC Studios 
to see how Hollywood stars are made. Six 
Flags Magic Mountain, Universal Studios 
and Knotts Berry Farm are other not-to-
be missed stops. And a trip to California 
wouldn’t be complete without a visit to the 
Disneyland® theme parks.
 Continue north on Hwy 101…
 Mission San Gabriel Arcángel is 
located just north of Los Angeles. Take a 
tour of this 1771 Mission and its grounds. 
 The lovely town of Santa Barbara offers 
an assortment of restaurants, shops and 
galleries. Enjoy panoramic views of the city 
from the top of the Santa Barbara County 

Courthouse, a magnifi cent building 
completed in 1929. Other area attractions 
include Mission Santa Barbara, East 
Beach and Sea Center on Stearns Wharf.

Take the State St exit toward CA-154/
Cachuma Lake.
 Located in the breathtaking Santa Ynez 
Valley, Solvang is the Danish Capital of 
America. This quaint village of fl ower-
lined streets features old world architecture 
highlighted by thatch, copper and tile 
roofs. Find a treasured keepsake at one of 
Solvang’s many unique shops, which offer 
an assortment of imported European wares. 
Savor fi ne authentic Danish cuisine—and 
make sure to save room for some baked 
goods. The Santa Ynez Valley is known for 
producing some of the fi nest wines in the 
world—boasting more than 18,000 acres of 
grapevines and more than 60 wineries. And 
Solvang is home to a number of area tasting 
rooms, many of which welcome visitors year 
round. 

From Santa Barbara Airport
• Head east on Fowler Rd toward Placencia 
   St. Fowler Rd becomes S Fairview Ave.
• Merge onto US-101 N.

From the south
• Take Hwy 101 North from Los Angeles.
• Take the CA-246 exit toward Solvang/
   Lompoc.
• Turn right onto CA-246 E.
• Turn right onto Alisal Rd.

From WorldMark Marina Dunes
• Head Southwest on Dunes Rd toward  
 Reservation Rd.
• Turn left on Reservation Rd.  
• Merge onto CA-1 N via the ramp on the 
   left.  
• Merge onto CA-156 E via Exit 414B  
 toward Castroville/US-101/San Jose.  
• Merge onto US-101 S.
• Take the CA-246 exit toward Solvang/
   Lompoc.
• Turn left onto CA-246 E.
• Turn right onto Alisal Rd.
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
